The Syrian Centre for Legal Studies and research was founded
in Syria in 2004 and was registered as a non -profit organization
in Berlin, Germany 2015. it is an independent, non -
governmental and non -profit rights organization that is
concerned with the dissemination and establishment of
principles of the Syrian people and the rebuilding of the legal
structure of the Syrian state through the publication of
research and Legal studies. It also works to set up the
principles of justice by providing support and legal assistance
to victims of violations and to defend the detainees of opinion
and conscience in Syria and work to hold human rights
violators accountable by processing and submitting files to
competent authorities and building the capacity of Syrian

jurists to conduct.
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Program for the Defense of Prisoners of Conscience and
Political Prisoners

Following the fall of Bashar ahssad's regime, the Center's team in Syria worked to support and
monitor released detainees. The team also continued to gather and document testimonies from
survivors of detention in preparation for transitional justice case

The support included: financial assistance to detainees to secure essential supplies and referral to
psychological and health support through coordination with organizations and associations that
provide these services.

Administrative and legal followup was also provided, including submitting requests to lift travel
bans for some detainees, as well as requests for others to lift the seizure of their movable and
immovable assets. Applications fdRestoration of Recognitiorwere also submitted, and personal
status and civil status cases were filed, and personal documents were obtained. Work continues
with them to monitor their legal status and provide legal advice and assistance before courts and
official bodies.

The center's team in Syria also continued to hear and document testimonies from survivors of
detention in preparation for transitional justice files.

The Center also began collecting, scanning, archiving, and storing documents in several Syrian
governorates. To date, the Center has archived and stored more than 800 documents related to
the former Terrorism Court.

Accountability and Criminal Prosecution Program

The Center continues its work with following up and hearing testimonies of withesses and victims,
preparing files and documents of crimes, which has been committed in Syria, and following up
with the trial sessions that take place in Europe in general a@eérmany in particular.

Courts:

1 On 2% of Januarythe investigating judge, at the request of the prosecutor of the French
war crimes unit, issued a new arrest warrant against the deposed Syrian President Bashar
al-Assad on charges of complicity in war crimes, and due to his command responsibility,
consicering that as a former head of state, he can no longer claim personal immunity,
and that his functional immunity cannot be considered applicable in a case related to
international crimes including war crimes.

This warrant comes as a culmination of a judatiinvestigation that began in 2017

following a complaint filed by Mr. Omar Abu Nabbut, son of the victim, Salah Abu Nabbut,
who was killed in a Syrian government barrel bomb attack on the city of Daraa on June 7,
2017. The Syrian Center for Media and Fdeen of Expression joined the case as a civil
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party, contributing to building the case file and providing supporting evidence and
testimonies.
This warrant is the second of its kind against Bashatfasad in France on charges of
complicity in war crimes (intentionally directing attacks against the civilian population
and killing persons protected under international humanitarian law), followinige arrest
warrant issued against him in October 2023 in the case related to the August 2013
chemical attacks in Ghoutdink

1 Oné6™ of May, Madrid, Spain, the first public session was held for the trial of Rifaat al
Assad, his sons, and his wife on charges of forming a criminal gang, according to the
indictment issued against them in 2022.
His sons and wife attended the session, while Rifaafakad was absent. Their defense
attorneys, in an attempt to delay the trial, submitted a request to transfer the trial to the
Spanish city of Malaga, citing territorial jurisdiction.
The defendants resided in Marbella, a town in Malaga. The court atedghe request
and decided to transfer the case to the Malaga court.
The Center has been working on the case since 2018, and several witnesses and victims
have testified.
One of these witnesses was the Center's head, lawyer Anwar Albuni.
A seizure order was issued against the defendants' assets in Spain, amounting to more
than $800 million.link

1 On27 of May, German police arrested Fahd A., who worked a¥latib Prison (Branch
251). He was suspected of being involved in torture as a crime against humanity for nearly
ayear.
The German Federal Public Prosecutor's Office accuses him of crimes against humanity.
The Center worked on the case and submitted a number of witnesses, victims, and
documents.link

1 On3"of Jure, the German judiciary (Stuttgart City Court) issued a ruling against Ammar
A. for crimes against humanity, murder, and torture, sentencing him to life
imprisonment for the crimes he committed. The trial included testimony from 30
witnesses. The defendanwas a member of Hezbollah who committed his crimes in the
city of Busra alSham in Syria. The Centre worked on the case and presented a number of
witnesses, victims, and documentgnk

1 On186" of June the Frankfurt Regional Court sentenced Syrian doctor Alaa Mousa to life
imprisonment without the possibility of perole, on charges of participating in crimes
against humanity.
The court held 186 sessions and heard from more than 50 withesses and victims, as well
as numerous experts, including the head of the Syrian Center for Legal Studies and
Research, lawyer Anwar Albuni, who testified twice before the court, considering tiat
centeros work in gathering evidence and heari

The charges and evidence relied upon by the court in issuing the verdict focused on the
def endant oxsal abuse, and mwder okilkedetainees at the Homs Military
Hospital and Tishreen Military Hospital in 2011 and 2012.

1 On17 of September, the Office of the Federal Public Prosecutor General, based on
arrest warrants issued by the investigating judge of the Federal Court of Justice on
September 4, 2025, arrested Syrian nationals Ibrahirdsga and Osama A., suspected of
belonging to the fareign terrorist organization Islamic State (ISIS), on charges of war
crimes and murder.
The arrest warrants primarily included the following charges against the defendants:
Beginning in the spring of 2011, the theByrian regime resorted to increasingly lutal
violence against its critics in the country. The goal was to quickly suppress the protest
movement against the Assad regime with the help of government security forces and to
terrorize the population. In early 2012, tensions in Syria escalated infol&scale civil war,
pitting Syrian state forces against armed opposition groups. While the Free Syrian Army
sought to overthrow the Assad regime, the declared goal of the Islamic State (ISIS)
terrorist organization was to establish a caliphate. Due to ¢lr different orientations,
frequent clashes occurred between ISIS and the Free Syrian Army.
Osama A. and Ibrahim A. joined ISIS in the spring of 2014 in the city of Mohsen in eastern
Syria, which was then under the control of the Free Syrian Army (FSA), and participated in
combat operations for the organization. During ISIS's control of the citthe two
defendants arrested six FSA fighters in mitline 2014. The prisoners were initially held in
an ISIS intelligence building and sentenced to death by thganization. On June 19, 2014,
the two defendants and other ISIS members took the prisoners to the site of their
execution and guarded them there until they were executed. Osama A. shot one of the
prisoners himself.
The Syrian Center for Legal Studies and Research worked on this case and supported it
with evidence and witnesses.

1 On26" of September, the Swedish Public Prosecutor issued an indictment against
Mahmoud S. for war crimes committed in Yarmouk, south of the capital, Damascus.
The incidents occurred between 2012 and 2013. One case relates to involvement in attacks
on a peaceful demonstration on July 13, 2012, in which approximately ten civilians were
shot dead and others injured in attacks launched by forces loyal to tR8yriandictator
Bashar alAssad.
The charges also included running a checkpoint and participating in the arrest of civilians
at the checkpoint, against the backdrop of the siege of Yarmouk by the Syrian regime and
pro-regime militias.
A large number of civilians were arrested at the checkpoint and handed over to Syrian
security forces under the reign of the fearsome dictator Bashar-Alssad, resulting in
severe suffering and several deaths, according to the indictment.
The man is said to have operated as part of an armed militia loyal to the regime.

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Swedish police arrested the accused last July, along with two other individuals, in Sweden.
German police arrested five other suspects in Germany. His public trial will begin in
Stockholm in the coming period.

The trials of the five suspects will also begin in Koblenz, Germany, in November.

The Syrian Center for Legal Studies and Research has been working with the public
prosecutors in Germany and Sweden on this case since 2022.

1 On28" of September, French authorities raided the headquarters of SOS Christians of
the Orient as part of an investigation into complicity in war crimes and crimes against
humanity in Syria.

The AntiTerrorism Public Prosecutor confirmed that raids were carried out and
witnesses and suspects were questioned. The investigation is being led by the Central
Office for the Prevention of Crimes against Humanity and Genocide. The organization's
president confirmed that his personal device was searched and that investigators
guestioned him. The searches included offices in Paris and its suburbs and two companies
in northwestern France. The investigation aims to determine whether the organization
fundedfactions loyal to the former regime, including the sgalled National Defense. The
organization denies involvement in any crimes and claims that its activities aim to aid
persecuted Christians, particularly at the hands of ISIS. The Syrian Center for lLega
Studies and Research has been working on this case for four years and has supported it
with evidence and witnessesink

1 On30" of September, German police arrested Anwar S. in Berlin, accused of
participating in crimes against humanity, torture, and enforced disappearance. The
accused participated in beating peaceful demonstrators, arresting them, and handing
them over to Syrian security fores. He appeared in a video of himself beating peaceful
demonstrators inside the Amna Mosque in Aleppo.

Many of the victims he beat, arrested, and handed over to security forces identified him,
knowing full well the torture, enforced disappearance, and murder they would face.

He arrived in Germany and engaged in business activities, including facilitating the
financing of the Syrian regime's crimes through the hawala system from Berlin.

This is the first case involving not members of the Syrian regime, but rather pegime
shabiha who aided and participated in the regime's crimes.

The Syrian Center for Legal Studies and Research has been working on this case for more
than five years and has supported it with evidence and withessésk

1 On12 of November, Vienna's Chief Public Prosecutor, Nina Bussek, filed charges against
a Syrian security brigadier general and a criminal investigation officer at the Vienna
Regional Criminal Court. The indictment included charges of aggravated bodily harm,
aggravated coecion, sexual violence, and torture of one of the defendants.

The defendants are Khaled H., a former brigadier general in the Syrian General
Intelligence Directorate, and Musab A., a former head of investigations in the Criminal
Investigation Department. They were allegedly responsible for the arrest, detention, and
subsequent interrogation of civilians by a committee established within the security

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forces in the Syrian city of Ragga. In some cases, they are also accused of personally
committing acts of violence against detainees.

The defendants are accused of committing crimes against Syrian civilians, specifically
against civilians detained in detention centers in Raqga, Syria, between 2011 and 2013,
while serving as officials in the former regime of Bashar@ssad. The aim of thse

actions was to suppress the protest movement against the regime and intimidate
civilians.

The two defendants are also accused of repeatedly subjecting civilians to severe physical
assaults, sometimes including torture, during their detention, which often lasted for
months in inhumane and critical health conditions. It is alleged that memberstbé

General Intelligence Directorate and the Criminal Security Branch carried out these
assaults, and that civilians were forced to make confessions or statements incriminating
themselves. In one case, sexual violence is also alleged.

The Syrian Center for Legal Studies and Research has been working on this case for seven
years, contacting and interviewing witnesses and victims, documenting their testimonies,
and submitting them to the Public Prosecutor.

1 0On19" of November, the trial of Jihad A., Mahmoud A., Mazhar J., and Samir S. began in
Koblenz, Germany. The defendants were charged with crimes against humanity and war
crimes, specifically murder, attempted murder, and torture. All defendants were also
charged with crimes against humanity in the form of deprivation of liberty, in some cases
resulting in death. Mahmoud A. and Mazhar J. were further charged with war crimes,
specifically the use of prohibited methods of warfare, namely siege.

On July 13, 2012, all the defendants participated in the violent suppression of a peaceful
demonstration against the Syrian government in Yarmouk, firing on the demonstrators.

At least six people died from their injuries, and others were wounded, someassly. In
another demonstration in August 2012, Jihad A. again fired on civilians along with other
militiamen. At least two people were wounded by gunfire.

In addition, the defendants physically assaulted civilians in Yarmouk, sometimes
repeatedly. The incidents occurred between mi2Zil012 and 2014 at checkpoints

established by regimecontrolled militias.

The victims were struck on the head with fists and rifle butts, followed by kicks. Jihad A.,
Mahmoud A., Mazhar J., and Samir S. arrested the civilians and brought them to the Syrian
intelligence headquarters, where they were tortured. Many of those arrest by

Mahmoud A. and Mazhar J. died as a result of torture and inhumane detention conditions.
On two occasions, Mahmoud A. attacked civilians during aid distributions to prevent food
distribution and contribute to the starvation of the civilian populationThe Syrian Center

for Legal Studies and Research worked on this case for five years.

1 On20" of November, the Stockholm Criminal Court began the trial of Mahmoud
Sweidan, nicknamed Abu Hadid, who had been arrested in early 2024 by Swedish police.
This arrest coincided with the arrest of five other defendants by German police in
Germany. All three were accuseof committing war crimes and crimes against humanity
in the Yarmouk camp in Syria in 2012 and 2013. Anwduaini, head of the Syrian Center
for Legal Studies and Research, attended the hearing. The indictment included charges of
crimes against humanityfor handing over civilians, including children under 15, women,
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and men, to be detained, knowing they would be subjected to torture that could lead to
death.

The charges also included sexual violence and war crimes for participating in attacks
against civilians while working at a regime checkpoint within the Yarmouk camp in 2012
and 2013. He was also accused of belonging to the Popular Front for the Liberatfon
Palestinei General Command and the Free Palestine Brigades. The accused arrived in
Sweden in 2013 and obtained Swedish citizenship in 2017. He subsequently returned to
Syria several times, participating in military operations and committing war crimes.

The Syrian Center for Legal Studies and Research contributed to documenting the
testimonies of victims and witnesses, communicating with public prosecution authorities
in Sweden and Germany, and building the case file.

Events

1 OnFebruary 7 the Center'seam participated in a meeting with the French unit
specializing in the prosecution of international crimes. The session discussed issues of
accountability, the prosecution of criminals, and cooperation mechanisms.

Team members attended online while Anwar Albuni, the head of the Center was present
personally in Paris, France.

1 OnFebruary 16, TheSyrian Center for Legal Studies and Research, in partnership with the
Association of Families of Detainees and Missing Persons of Saydnaya Prison, organized a

Devel opment 0s workshop on justice, to benef i
Ukrainian situation in this field. The workshop was held in the city of Nuremberg,
Germany.

9 The Syrian Center for Legal Studies and Research, the Syrian Archighakka Media
Foundation, and Caesar Justice Files worked for two months to prepare for a tegkl
roundtable titled "The Implementation of Justice in Syria and the Role of Interoaél
Bodies and Institutions.” The roundtable was scheduled Fabruary 27, 2025with the
attendance and participation of numerous Syrian and international human rights
organizations, including international NGOs, parties from various governmehiilbodies
concerned with justice and documentation issues in Syria, and European prosecutors
involved in trials related to crimes committed in Syria.

The roundtablewas with the participation of the Ministry of Justice, and in coordination
with the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Syrian government.

Despite obtaining official approvals andnofficial confirmations for the closeddoor
conference at the day of the conference, andfter all participants had arrivedwe were
informed by the Sheraton Hotel in Damascubat they had received a decision to ban the
conference without providing any explanatioriink

1 OnAugust22-24, In partnership between the Syrian Center for Legal Studies and
Research and the Syrian Association for Law and Justice (Khalil Maatouk Association for
Human Rights), a training workshop was conducted in the city of Latak&yria 2025 for
thirty Syrian lavyers on documenting violations, crimes against humanity and war crimes.
The training included an introduction to international human rights law, international
humanitarian law, international criminal law and universal jurisdiction, how to document
the testimonies of victims and witnesses to be acceptable to judicial authorities,
documenting physical injuries and how to preserve and protect data, and searching for
more evidence from open sources.

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The training covered theoretical material related to the constitution, its content, constitutional
systems, its relationship to other laws, and gendsensitive constitutions, with comparisons to
international and Arab constitutions. The training also inaled explanatory films and discussions.
During the four days of each workshop, participants were divided into working groups covering
topics such as "Constitutional ContertWho Writes the Constitution- Constitutional Systems
Rights and FreedomsThe Supreme Constitutional Court Mechanisms of Oversight, Protection,
and Geographical Administration," ensuring the inclusion of social diversity in all working groups
and discussions.
